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REGISTRATIONS 
Incorporations for the period ending April 30, 2016 totaled (405) representing a 2% increase in 
comparison to the total incorporations for the same period in 2015 (392) (Table 4) bringing the total 
incorporations to date to (1622) (Table 5). 
 
For the period ending April 30, 2016 onshore agents incorporations totaled (287), of which International 
Business Company IBC (272), company act company CAC (8), Continued in International Business 
Company CONIBC (5), limited partnership LP (1), limited liability company LLC (1), were registered for 
the period (Table 6).
